The FANN CUP is a charity lacrosse tournament played by the fans of the NLL (National Lacrosse League).  It's a fun get together among fans, which has turned into a truly charitable event.  The FANN CUP is an annual event that has grown bigger and better each year!  In 2005, the fourth annual FANN CUP tournament will include teams from Rochester, Philadelphia, Buffalo and three teams from the Greater Toronto Area. 

How is money raised for charity?

Each player pays an entrance fee.  This fee not only covers all costs, but there is also enough left over to give to a worthwhile charity.  Since player fees cover all expenses, every donation goes a long way towards raising funds.  EVERY CENT RAISED THROUGH DONATIONS GOES DIRECTLY TO CHARITY!

How is the charity chosen?
All money raised is donated to the host city’s charity of choice. Previous benefiting charities have included The Hospital for Sick Children, The Todd Bernhardt Memorial Scholarship Fund, The American Heart Association, and the US Lacrosse Bridge Program.  Approximately $1,500 CDN has been raised each year.  This year, our goal is to at least triple that amount!  The 2005 FANN CUP committee is joining efforts with Les’ Fund Initiative (LFI).  All monies raised during this year’s FANN Cup will be donated to the Durham Regional Cancer Centre.

What is Les' Fund Initiative?
When Les Bartley, the former head coach of the Toronto Rock lacrosse club, was diagnosed with cancer, sportcares.ca decided they had to do something.  They started an initiative that involves all fans of the NLL.  Every fan of every NLL team is encouraged to help raise funds.  These funds go to local cancer centres in whichever city the money is raised.  

LFI has raised over $32,000 for local cancer centers and the Cancer Society in just over one year!
